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The Presidentôs Report 
 

I once again welcome the opportunity to 

write a few words for the Club‟s Annual 

Report to be presented at the 148
th
 Annual 

General Meeting. 

 

Once again Jeff has presented a 

comprehensive report covering the 2010-

11 season so I will touch on a few matters 

not covered by him. 

 

In my report last year I spent much time 

going over the staff structure and resulting 

expenditure as it related to the Club and 

how it could not be sustained in the long 

term.  Hard decisions had to be made and 

were taken by the Executive Board.  It is 

pleasing to see from this year‟s financial 

statements that there has been an 

improvement with the Club‟s finances and 

the Club is now managing to live within its 

means, something that was not occurring 

in previous years. 

 

Our Patron, Barry Sinclair, had a difficult 

2010 and early 2011 with major health 

problems and had intimated his desire to 

stand down as Patron.  As his health has 

improved, however, he has reconsidered 

his decision and I am pleased to report that 

he is offering his services again.  While the 

position has no list of onerous duties, 

Barry carries out the position with 

distinction by always promoting the Club 

and, behind the scenes, offering frank 

advice to the Chairman and myself  which, 

is always worthy of consideration.  Thank 

you Barry and I hope that the health 

problems are behind you. 

 

As always special thanks are due to those 

members and commercial partners who 

have continued to generously support the 

Club.  Your continued support has been 

essential in the maintaining of our 

activities at the level desired by our 

members. 

 

Of special note this year are Ken and 

Karen Olsen who substantially contributed 

to the costs of the kitchen refurbishment in 

addition to managing the project.  Thank 

you very much you two. 

 

Additionally, a grant from the former 

North Shore City Council enabled us, 

together with the successful pre-season 

working bee, to gut the old kitchen, 

replace the roof and create an office for 

Bruce on the premises.  In no small part 

this grant was a result of Roger‟s efforts in 

previous years in convincing the Council 

official to broaden the scope of the project, 

consistent with the Council decision. 

 

The Club also lost three long term 

members and former players over the past 

12 months: 

 

¶ Cam Maingay was a life member 

who had given many years both as a 

player, administrator and fund raiser 

for the Club.  When I first came to 

the Club 40 years ago it was Cam 

who showed me how to „slide‟ the 

odd ball down the leg side every 

over without annoying the umpire or 

batsmen too much; and if it did, Cam 

didn‟t care at all.  

He also, together with Colleen, 

started the social scene down at the 

Club which has flourished ever 

since. Cam left a bequeath of $5000 

to the club in his will and the Board 

will be ensuring that this put to an 

appropriate use. The family also 

donated a cup to the club and it was 

decided that this would be given to a 

club member whose “performance 

turned a game” and Cam‟s stepson 

Mark presented this for the first time 

at the end of season prizegiving. 
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¶ Bryce Postles was a vice president 

who had made many runs for the 

Club and for Auckland in the 1960s.  

After his playing days, Bryce was a 

regular attendee at the Club either 

watching Craig play or attending 

various functions.  He was a lifelong 

Club supporter. 

¶ Martin Horton was a former England 

International who was NZ Cricket 

Director of Coaching for 17 years 

from 1967.  Martin lived in 

Auckland and over his first years in 

New Zealand was “directed” as to 

which Club he played for – we were 

one of the first as we were struggling 

in the late 1960s.  Later when he 

could play for any club, he returned 

to us and this graceful opening bat 

made many premier runs whilst also 

being the life and soul of many 

parties and functions. 

I would like to especially thank Jeff and 

Kenny for all their many unpaid hours 

ensuring the successful running of the 

Club over the past 12 months as well as all 

the remaining members of the Executive 

Board for their advice and giving up their 

own time over this period. 

 

Thanks to Bruce Warner for all his work 

and attention to detail to make sure 

everything around the Club was working 

as it should; teams were on the field each 

week and the million other things he did.   

We are very lucky to have such a 

dedicated person as Bruce on our payroll.  

A Shore boy who ensures the Shore Way 

continues to shine through at our Club. 

 

The Club is fast approaching its 150
th
 

season in 2013-14.  We have now 

consolidated both our financial position 

and team numbers and we can now look 

forward to this occasion in the knowledge 

that our Club remains in the forefront of 

clubs in the Auckland region. 

 

I look forward to seeing you all back at the 

Domain over the coming months.

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The Chairmanôs Report 
 

This year‟s report , while still covering the 

necessary basics, adopts a different 

approach to previous years. For a start I 

have not commented on individual team 

performances as the excellent team reports 

speak for themselves. Secondly the 

Executive Board, at my instigation, has 

commenced the process for succession 

planning, the details of which it is hoped 

we will be in a position to outline at the 

Annual General Meeting in August. 

 

Senior Menôs Coaching & Support 

Structures 

 

This year saw the departure of our Premier 

Coach, Patrick Cole, to the support staff of 

the Auckland Aces. While this was a great 

disappointment for us the Board was fully 

supportive of Pat‟s promotion to higher 

realms of cricket coaching and we wish 

him every success in his future cricket 

pursuits. Pat raised the level of coaching 

and support structures to the Premier team 

to a high level and the benefits of Pat‟s 

input will be felt for some years. 

 

We were lucky that Richard Jones was 

prepared to be our player/coach for the 

2010/11 season. He inspired the troops, as 

always and this particularly was evident in 

the fact that we were very close runners-up 

in the T20 final. Thank you, Richard, for 

stepping up to the breach and helping us in 

this way. 

 

 We always knew that Richard was not a 

long term solution to the provision of 

coaching and support structures to the 

Premier team. Further, the end of season 

reviews identified some issues regarding 

coaching, leadership and support structures 

for the other 2 day teams which needed to 

be addressed. The Board received a paper 

from Bruce Warner, our Club Cricket 

Manager, at its May 2011 meeting and 

some decisions in principle about all 

Senior Men‟s teams‟ coaching and other 

support structures were made. Bruce has 

now been charged with developing a plan 

for implementing these decisions-in-

principle and reporting back to the Board. 

It is hoped that we will be in a position to 

report more details of this at the AGM. 

 

Premier Team Competition 

 

The new format worked pretty well for 

North Shore. Auckland Cricket have 

undertaken an end of season review and it 

appears, at the time of writing, that, subject 

to some minor tinkering with the T20 

competition and a reconsideration as to 

whether the promotion/relegation match 

between the 7
th
 team in the Major 2 day 

competition and the 2
nd

 team in the Minor 

competition should continue, the format 

will remain as for the 2010/11 season. 

 

Secondary School Cricket 

 

Our joint venture agreement with 

Takapuna Grammar School, called 

“Cricketlink” and our associated contract 

with the school for the provision of 

coaching services expired during the year. 

The school was enthusiastic about 

renewing these arrangements and this has 

been done. The arrangement provides for 

the club to provide coaching services to all 

school cricket teams, including the 

employment of Dean Flyger  as 1
st
 XI 

coach, with the club meeting 50% of these 

costs from its own funds. In the financial 

statements(see Note 7) these are described 

as Secondary School Support. 

 

There is little doubt that on this side of the 

Harbour, Westlake BHS is the 

predominant cricket school. There is little 

likelihood of this changing in the 

foreseeable future. Recent trends, which, 

of course, may not continue, suggest that 

less and less of our Junior players either go 

to Westlake or if they do return to senior 

cricket in any club. This does not mean 
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that we should reduce our vigilance in 

looking after our talented Junior players 

who go to Westlake and Rosmini to ensure 

that the Club encourages those players to 

choose North Shore as their club of choice 

for Senior Cricket. Bruce Warner has to 

date been very successful at this and this 

continues to be a high priority for him.  

   

Our thanks go to Mike Duncraft and his 

team of volunteers, who, together with 

Nathan Jackson of the school staff, 

manage cricket at TGS on a day to day 

basis. This year, the Committee has added 

to its ranks two former 1
st
 XI players at the 

school, Tim Swager and Mac Chapman, 

with a view to getting input from former 

players who have successfully made the 

transition from school back to club cricket. 

 

Junior Cricket 

 

This continues to be both the future and a 

major strength of the club. John Brook‟s 

report included herein makes interesting 

and encouraging reading. Of particular 

note this year is the record number of 

teams (41) and the increase in girls‟ 

participation. Well done John and your 

crew. One of the things that is often 

forgotten is that in addition to bringing 

about 50 new members to the Club each 

year the Juniors act as a bait for gaming 

trust money and sponsorships. These 

funders much prefer to fund Junior cricket 

so the better we promote the Junior 

Section of the Club the more successful we 

will be at raising revenue from this source. 

 

Twilight Cricket 

 

This Wednesday early evening event was 

again successful. Not only did they have a 

good time playing cricket they do two 

other things which considerably help the 

club overall. Their after-match function 

each week adds considerably to the bar 

profits and their number keep our overall 

playing numbers up which is a major 

determinant of the amount of ACA 

funding. Our thanks again go to Peter 

Robb for organising and managing this 

activity. 

 

Fund-Raising 

 

Once again, it is my pleasure to report 

again a record amount of money raised at 

our Summer lunch. As well as contributing 

handsomely to our finances (a record of 

$20000 if we include the extra bar profits 

earned in after lunch drinks) a good day‟s 

entertainment was provided to all. This 

year, Barry Sinclair decided he should go 

into partial retirement and the major 

burden of ensuring sufficient ticket sales 

fell to Jamie Stuart. This did not of course 

prevent Barry from ensuring the 

attendance of his traditional group of 

former representative cricketers and others 

from his wide circle of contacts. Jamie 

really stepped up to the plate and ensured a 

Barry and Jamie. 

 

Overseas Players 

 

It is a pleasure to report the success in the 

UK of two North Shore players. James 

Fuller has played five matches for 

Gloucestershire at the time of writing, with 

outstanding bowling results including 

dismissing English batsman Owais Shah. 

Joel Abraham, after playing for Canterbury 

A has also moved to the UK and is 

performing well in English premier club 

cricket.  Well done guys.  

 

Staff  Restructure 

 

As intimated last year, the Club was 

forced, through economic circumstances, 

to make a major staff restructure. As a 

consequence Bruce Warner and Mac 

Chapman took on extra duties, I undertook 

further voluntary work and Di Yorke was 

re-engaged as Bar Manager. Essentially as 

was known at the time, some of this was of 

a temporary nature as we ascertained the 

full range of tasks performed by Roger 

Brittenden and made judgements as what 
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of these were still necessary and what 

could be dispensed with. We needed to go 

through a full season before we could 

make informed decisions on this. This 

position has now been reached and as a 

first step, Bruce Warner‟s role has been 

expanded as from 1 September 2011 with 

a new contract entered into with him. 

Before the season commences we will 

need to determine what of Mac Chapman‟s 

current duties he cannot undertake now 

that he is about to graduate from 

University. Once this is done we will be 

seeking, hopefully from within the wider 

Club membership, someone who can take 

over these duties. 

 

The President, in his report last year, 

indicated that the purpose of the 

restructure was to improve the finances of 

the club. As you will see from the 

Financial Statements, this has been 

achieved. 

 

It would be remiss of me not to 

acknowledge the practical support that 

Roger Brittenden  gave, both at the 

transition from the previous structure in 

August 2010 to the present one but also in 

his practical advice subsequently. In what 

was undoubtedly a difficult time for him 

he continued to put the club first and I, 

personally, am grateful for this. 

 

Social Spirit of the Club 

 

While playing good and successful cricket 

is important, the cricket club is a 

community and as such thrives on the 

inter-relationship between members of that 

community.  

 

This year a vigorous Social Committee of 

senior players was formed and they came 

up with innovations designed to attract 

teams to come back to the clubrooms after 

Saturday matches. To a considerable 

extent this worked. Before the season 

commences representatives of the Board 

will meet with the Social Committee to 

consider initiatives for 2011/12. 

 

Keeping the community in touch with each 

other and with events is important. The 

weekly newsletter (From the Boundary) 

was continued throughout the season. This 

means of communication probably needs 

new life breathed into it but this is a time-

consuming business and to date our 

resources have not permitted us to do 

developments in this area. This will be 

looked at this year. 

Of major concern has been the substantial 

drop off in support of our caterers. Having 

substantially renovated our kitchen and 

despite considerable advertising the 

caterers rarely found it economic to 

operate on Saturday evenings. In particular 

the marked drop off in support from Junior 

parents as compared with 2009/10 was a 

concern. Whether this was because of 

economic circumstances, or lack of 

attraction at the club against other venues 

in Devonport is harder to determine.  As of 

writing we are yet to do a debrief with the 

caterers but we will need to look hard at 

what services we offer next season and 

what is necessary to achieve greater 

support from the wider club community. 

 

This year, as a cost-saving measure, we 

decided not to have a Season Opening 

Day. It would be fair to say that we 

underestimated the value to former players 

of one day in the year to come and renew 

their associations with their former playing 

colleagues. We attempted to organise a 

Former Players Day to meet this concern 

but circumstances conspired against us. 

The Board will look again at this issue 

shortly. 

 

A major innovation this year, suggested to 

us by Campbell Newman, was the 

installation of an electronic honours, 

sponsors and message board in the 

clubrooms. As far as we are aware this is a 

first for Auckland and has received 
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considerable favourable comment from a 

variety of sources. 

 

Executive Board 

 

This year saw a change-over of personnel 

with Campbell Newman and Andrew 

Reeder replacing Norm Scott and Matt 

Smith. As always the Board has worked 

well  together as a governance unit. I have 

indicated that after seven years in the 

Chair, I no longer wish to carry on beyond 

Christmas 2011. The Board is currently 

looking at succession arrangements to 

enable a smooth transition. Hopefully we 

can inform the AGM of more detail of this. 

My thanks go to Andrew, Campbell, 

Craig, Jamie, John, Ken and Kevin for 

their support during the year.

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Senior B1 Report 
 

North Shore Senior B1 Season Report, 

2010/2011 

 

Josh Yarnton, founder and CEO of 

Yarnton‟s Mensbrew, contemplated the 

prospect that lay before him. The cricket 

season was drawing near and after the 

economic recession had forced Savour 

Sandwiches into liquidation, there was an 

opening for a new sponsor to get in behind 

the famous North Shore B1 cricket team. 

 

During tough economic times there are 

two industries that prosper, gambling and 

drinking. The popularity of Mensbrew had 

steadily grown since the first batch, albeit 

mostly with local Devonport teenagers. 

But Yarnton couldn‟t help but feel that this 

might be the perfect time to boost his 

advertising with a new sponsorship deal. 

Such a sponsorship deal however, was 

certainly not something to rush into. The 

teams placing of fourth the previous 

season had led to them being slammed for 

underperforming by Adam Parore in the 

Herald on Sunday and subsequently a very 

poor turnout at the team‟s midwinter 

tenpin bowling fundraiser. Even Rhys, the 

welding apprentice from Whakatane and 

number one fan from the previous year, 

had failed to show face. 

 

Furthermore, the 2010/2011 B1 team 

would be without „the worlds smoothest 

voice on radio, with the worlds roughest 

bowling action‟ (M. Crowe, 2009) as 

superstar Tim Roxborogh had 

controversially left the team for an enticing 

role as resident DJ and tennis professional 

at ClubMed in northern Queensland. 

Yarnton wondered whether the team 

would have the same marketing power 

without a celebrity in their mix. He needed 

time to weigh up the sponsorship decision 

which brought with it the power to make 

or break the future of Mensbrew. Yarnton 

himself being a member of the B1 squad, 

came to the conclusion that the best thing 

to do was attend pre-season training and 

assess the sides potential to market the 

Mensbrew brand. 

 

The first pre-season training took place 

under the usual conditions. It was a 

miserable September evening and the rain 

poured down as Yarnton crept up the 

northern motorway to the Massey indoor 

nets. Upon arrival, a quick survey of the 

surroundings revealed the same old 

familiar faces. Casey „Face‟ Frechtling 

could be heard from outside the venue due 

to his inability to keep his voice below 90 

dB, and Josh „Slonzo‟ Syme barrelled into 

the bowling crease, his hulking upper body 

rotating like a top loader washing machine. 

It was apparent that in the absence of 

Roxborogh a new B1 brains trust had been 

formed as Tim „Mighty Angus‟ Swager, 

Mac „Dubai‟ Chapman and Aidan „Big 

Red‟ O‟Connor talked quietly at the back 

of the nets observing the goings-on before 

them. There was however one new notable 

personality, a rambunctious young kid by 

the name of Sean „Goldie‟ Quirk. Goldie 

approached the game with 150 % 

enthusiasm, and approached Swager 

numerous times during the training to offer 

his services as a fill in captain during 

Swager's mid-season recruitment trip to 

Guatemala and Nicaragua. Swager 

pondered the concept for a while, but 

decided it would cause far too much of 

media stir if the reigns were not passed 

onto „Dubai‟, who had been a revelation 

during the previous season, converting 

from a leg spinner and lower order 

batsman, to an opening batsman and 

wicketkeeper. 

 

As the season drew near Yarnton became 

concerned about the depth of the squad, 

especially when he learned that Charlie 

„Wild Thing‟ McNaughton and Nick 

„Scooter‟ Brokenshire would not be 

available for some time due to their 

respective commitments to the powerhouse 
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North Shore United Soccer club and first 

year study at Auckland University of 

Technology University. More bad news 

was soon to be unveiled when „Big Red‟ 

dislocated a finger playing basketball 

which would keep him out of action until 

the third week of the season. It was not 

until the final training before the season 

opener against Takapuna that Yarnton was 

sold on the idea of sponsoring the B1s. 

This particular training brought with it one 

more new face, a tall dark and handsome 

left arm seamer by the name of Thomas J. 

Newman. Newman possessed the ability to 

jag the ball off the seam viciously across a 

right handed batsman, but this was not his 

main talent. As Dubai and Swage 

struggled to place where they had seen 

Newman before, a voice whispered quietly 

in their direction “You know he‟s a movie 

star right?” Newman had just recently 

played a major role in the critically 

acclaimed Disney Movie „Johnny 

Kapahala – Back on Board‟. 

 

At that moment in time Yarnton knew this 

was it. ñA new celebrity in the team...ò he 

thought “...and this time not just a 

mediocre breakfast radio presenter, but a 

bonafide movie star.ò  Yarnton 

approached the B1 brains trust on the spot 

and a sponsorship agreement was drawn 

up. To come with whatever financials 

Yarntons Mensbrew could provide, a 

bottle of the famous brew would be 

provided for each match as a prize for 

player who produced the greatest moment 

of the day. 

 

With the new sponsorship deal under their 

belt the team entered the first match on a 

high. News of Johnny Kapahalas‟ debut 

had been all over the Flea radio station and 

as a result fans had come out in their 

masses. Numbers were bolstered further by 

news of the return of crowd favourites, 

Simon „Exciting‟ Houghton and John 

„Crazyhorse‟ Deaker. After losing the toss 

North Shore were asked to bowl first and 

Johnny Kapahala was handed the new ball. 

He must have been nervous, as he bowled 

with the most flight ever seen from a „fast‟ 

bowler. A star of the bowling attack that 

day was Mike „Prawn‟ Langwell, who in 

an inspired spell produced a freak foot 

deflected run out, bowled someone to 

claim his first ever North Shore wicket 

(which was followed up by a Shane 

Watson style send-off) and managed to 

slightly improve on his previous seasons 

economy rate of 24 runs per over. After 

Langwell took a left handed superman 

style catch at cover he was sure winner of 

the first ever Mensbrew Award. 

„Crazyhorse‟ Deaker did his best to rival 

Langwell from a humourous perspective. 

After forgetting his whites he borrowed a 

spare pair off Swager, only to have them 

burst at the seams as he lumbered out to 

bat, leaving his monstrous thighs on 

display for all the fans to see. Despite 

valiant knocks from Deaker and 

„Exciting‟, North Shore fell 80 runs short 

of Takapuna‟s total of 260, but spirits 

remained high after an entertaining first 

day of the season. 

 

The first round loss merely speared the 

team into action as they decimated 

Suburbs New Lynn in round two. Batting 

first North Shore posted 258. Mac lead 

from the front with a stirling knock of 64 

and was supported well by Deaker (48) 

who once again squeezed into Swager‟s 

cast off pants (now unwashed and held 

together by a mere few threads). For the 

first time in history, the B1‟s took the field 

with a father son combination in their line-

up. Family rivalry was strong all day long 

between former premier captain Nigel 

Grantham and his young tearaway son 

Nick. Nick won the contest with the bat 

scoring 32 runs to his father‟s 9. But it was 

Nige who had the last laugh as Nick 

dropped a dolly at mid on. Nick 

apologised to Swager, claiming he 

couldn‟t see the ball properly because he 

was yawning. Nigel apologised to the 

whole team, for bringing Nick into the 

world. Nigel then cleaned up the tail with 
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his deceptively quick four pace bowling, 

Suburbs all out for 148. 

 

The B1‟s first game on the hallowed 

Devonport Domain was against old foes 

Waitakere. The game would prove 

memorable for a few reasons, firstly for 

the magnificent batting of Mac Chapman, 

secondly for producing the biggest one day 

victory in the history of the B1 team, but 

mostly for the debut of Sean „Goldie‟ 

Quirk. After winning the toss and batting 

first, the opening pair of Chapman and 

Langwell strode out to the pitch. Three 

hours later, Chapman returned, unbeaten 

on 114*. It was a glorious innings, 

flawless except for being caught off a no 

ball on 99. North Shore posted a 

monstrous total of 297, and wasted no time 

in rolling Waitakere for only 97, a 200 run 

victory. „Goldie‟ starred with the ball on 

debut, picking up a couple of wickets. It 

really should have been three, and to date 

Sean has not forgiven „Big Red‟ for the 

catch he „dropped‟, a ball that went 

flashing 5 m to his left at short mid wicket. 

After the game there were Mensbrew‟s all 

round, and „Goldie‟ gallivanted round the 

club rooms shaking every hand he saw, 

introducing himself as “Sean Quirk, 2/14 

today”. The maiden century of „Dubai‟ 

paled in insignificance in comparison next 

to Goldie‟s performance. Amongst the 

celebrations, for the first time during the 

season Yarnton sat back, sipped his 

Mensbrew, and felt relaxed, finally 

confident that he had made the right 

decision in sponsoring the B1‟s. 

 

East Coast Bays and the B1 team struggled 

on a typically slow, sticky Shepherd‟s Park 

wicket in much heralded Beachhaven. 

Unfortunately it would prove to be a hard 

grind for runs and although Nick „Scooter‟ 

Brokenshire and Casey „Face‟ Frechtling 

hung around for a mighty chunk of the 

innings runs were never presenting 

themselves courtesy of an admirably tight 

bowling performance by Bays. North 

Shore slumped to their second defeat of 

the season despite an admirable bowling 

performance from Aidan „Red‟ O‟Connor 

with 4/14, unable to defend their 110, 

although the two wicket defeat could have 

gone either way throughout the match. 

 

The next one dayer against the Birkenhead 

Lizards yielded another comprehensive 

victory in another day out at the ever 

tranquil Shepherds Park. This time on an 

even slower pitch and saturated outfield 

North Shore moulded their innings 

perfectly to the conditions, posting 228 for 

the loss of only 4 wickets. It was an 

intelligent display of batting, except for 

„Big Red‟ (who would go on to make 60) 

running Mac out by half a pitch and 

„Mighty Angus‟ Swager electing to 

attempt his first ever reverse sweep when 

he was on 43. Birkenhead at first seemed 

pleased with the total they had restricted 

North Shore to, until they got a taste of 

just how difficult the batting conditions 

were. North Shore skittled the Lizards for 

a mere 90 runs, Charlie „Wild Thing‟ 

McNaughton starred with the ball taking 

4/14. 

 

As the B1‟s season once again gained 

momentum, so did Yarntons Mensbrew 

sales. In the build up to the Christmas 

holiday period the Devonport flagstaff 

published figures showing a 357% 

increase in Mensbrew sales since the 

beginning the of the B1 sponsorship 

contract, and Yarnton himself was voted 

by the listeners of the Flea as Devonport‟s 

most eligible bachelor of the summer. 

Things were looking up. However despite 

a number of promising early season 

performances Yarnton was all too aware of 

the team‟s traditional mid-season struggle. 

As the two day section of the competition 

approached, he couldn‟t help but feel a 

little nervous as to whether the team could 

maintain the form that had fuelled the sales 

boom of his now famous Mensbrew. 

 

The string of games that followed couldn‟t 

really be described as a mid-season 
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struggle, yet ultimately would become 

season defining. Takapuna would prove to 

be bogey team, as North Shore found 

themselves going down in a first innings 

loss to a stacked opposition. However, the 

team bounced back strongly dismantling 

University (NSCC 261, M. Chapman 54. 

University 144, D. Abricossow 3/30, C. 

McNaughton 3/15) and breaking a curse of 

many seasons which prevented them 

winning on Sundays. 

 

The B1‟s got off to flying starts in two 

dayers against both Suburbs Ney Lynn and 

Waitakere. Against Suburbs North Shore 

set 243/6 (T. Swager 75) and had Suburbs 

reeling at 65/5 (D. Abricossow 3/23) at the 

end of day one. Waitakere‟s top order was 

similarly taken apart, quickly reduced to 

70/5. Both games were abandoned due to 

rain leaving day two dedicated solely to 

Mensbrew consumption. As the season 

went on, a clear top four and bottom four 

teams would emerge, and the lost 

opportunities for big wins over Suburbs 

and Waitakere prove costly in terms of the 

whole season. 

 

The team faced a challenging stretch of 

games directly after Christmas, poorly 

timed to coincide with the departure of 

Swager on his Central American recruiting 

expedition and Yarnton for a European 

marketing campaign. 

 

High flyers of the B1 cricket competition 

in 2010/11 visited Devonport Domain 

next. Eden Roskill who were relegated 

from A1 the year before hit their warm-ups 

before renowned women‟s columnist 

Hamish „Two first names‟ Grant had 

woken up. North Shore was set 191 on a 

slow and low wicket on the Domain 

Number Two, this was aided by Charlie 

„Wild Thing‟ McNaughton attempting a 

boundary catch with his face in the closing 

overs. Dan „AC‟ Abricossow and Tim 

„Jake the Muss‟ Duncraft pitched in with 

three wickets a piece. Unfortunately, after 

a composed start the tight bowling of Eden 

Roskill proved to lockdown the middle 

order and North Shore fell 17 runs short. 

 

East Coast Bays and North Shore met 

again, this time North Shore proved they 

were the best bowling attack in the 

competition. In a game characterised in a 

similar fashion to the Eden Roskill game a 

week before runs were hard to score. This 

showed as the top score came from late cut 

extraordinaire and confident-after-twenty-

balls specialist Dan „AC‟ Abricossow (33). 

However, the ever challenging 

achievement of picking up an outright was 

achieved by the B1 outfit as the bowling 

attack decimated ECB for 106 and then 68 

as Josh „The Great Slonzo‟ Syme picked 

up 4/12 in the first innings and Aidan „Big 

Red‟ O‟Connor 3/3 in the second. This 

would mark the only time in the season 

that „the AC‟ would have his best 

performance with the bat over the ball. 

 

Although on the other side of the world, 

Yarnton was worried about the 

repercussions of the tough mid-season 

period on his Mensbrew sales. But just as 

Mensbrew sales looked set to decline for 

the first time since the beginning of the B1 

sponsorship, two members of the team 

came up with what was without a doubt 

the seasons most „beautiful‟ performance. 

In a Youtube sensation that dwarved Justin 

Bieber, Nick „Scooter‟ Brokenshire and 

Tom „Johnny Kapahala‟ Newman‟s 

rendition of the Akon song „Beautiful‟ 

took New Zealand by storm. The music 

video had appeal for everyone. The image 

of Scooter and Johnny Kapahala singing 

their hearts out made women weak at the 

knees, while the videos highly original 

back-drop of scantily clad women was real 

eye opener for male viewers.

As Johnny Kapahala and Scooters 

facebook fan numbers skyrocketed, so did

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crowd numbers at B1 games. Yarnton felt 

his worries slip away as his Mensbrew 

logo was suddenly on display to thousands 

once more. People flocked from far and 

wide to watch the B1s two dayer on the 

Devonport #3 against the Birkenhead 

Lizards. North Shore, fuelled by the 

cheering crowd lifted their game to a 

previously unseen level. Batting first, the 

team cruised to a declaration at 312/4. 

There were many great innings that day 

(M. Chapman 41, A. O‟Connor 69, M 

Langwell 62*), but on the back of his new 

found fame „Scooter‟ Brokenshire was the 

player that lifted the most. His innings of 

76* dazzled the crowd. Rumour has it, that 

also on this day he acquired a new 

girlfriend, a gorgeous young English girl 

who was swept off her feet after seeing 

him perform for around 45 minutes. With 

all the hype surrounding Brokenshire and 

Newman‟s debut music video, the return 

of Swager from his Central American 

recruitment trip went almost unnoticed. 

This was perhaps fortunate, as not only 

had Swager failed to bring back any 

Central American talent, but apparently 

had left his behind, as he scored only 1 run 

in the match against Birkenhead and a 

grand total of 15 in the second half of the 

season. 

 

With a formidable first innings behind 

them the team sensed an outright win was 

on the cards.

Time and time again the 

Kookaburra Tuff-Pitch went crashing into 

the stumps as „The Aquatic Centre‟ 

stormed to a haul of 9/29. It really was 

Dan‟s day, but like a true movie star 

„Johnny Kapahala‟ Newman couldn‟t let 

Dan have all the glory. When handed the 

ball, Newman unleashed a most crafty 

plan, perfectly moulded to Senior B 

cricket. Newmans first ball, a deliberately 

slow leg side long hop was, just as 

Newman had hoped, lobbed straight down 

the throat of fine leg to put Newman‟s 

name in the scorebook, ruining Dan‟s 10 

wicket bag. Despite Newman‟s efforts to 

steal the limelight, Abricossow simply 

couldn‟t be kept out of the game, as he 

swallowed the catch for the only wicket he 

didn‟t claim himself.

Birkenhead was dismissed for 103 in their 

second innings, North Shore claiming 

outright victory by an innings and 74 runs. 

Unfortunately, just as it looked like North 

Shore would make some ground up on the 

competition leaders, they discovered that 

Suburbs New Lynn had defaulted to Eden 

Roskill. Under the competition rules Eden 

Roskill were then awarded the same 

amount of competition points as North 

Shore had earned in their match against 

Birkenhead. The outcome left North Shore 

facing the challenge of requiring outright 

wins against University and Eden Roskill 

in the last two games of the season to have 

any shot at the championship. 

 

In some of the most miserable conditions 

of the season, the match against University 

did not get off to a good start. North Shore 

were all out for 139 in their first innings 
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and left at the end of day one with 

University cruising at 51/1. The season 

seemed to be slipping away before their 

eyes. Day two of the match would soon 

see North Shore right back in the hunt, 

only to fall over once more. An 

outstanding morning of bowling would see 

North Shore snatch a first innings victory, 

taking 9 wickets for only 68 runs and 

rolling University for 119. Josh „Slonzo‟ 

Syme was in devastating form claiming 

5/33. Knowing an outright victory was 

needed for a shot at the championship, 

North Shore took an ambitious punt for 

glory, declaring in their second innings 

and setting University 112 to get in 12 

overs. Unfortunately University rose to the 

challenge, and with some fantastic hitting 

chased down North Shores target with four 

balls to spare. 

 

Although there was no chance of winning 

the championship, North Shore travelled to 

Eden Roskill with a point to prove, that 

they could foot it with the competitions 

best. But once again the match was 

anticlimactically, yet somewhat 

predictably spoiled by rain. Yarnton 

received news of the teams final placing in 

the middle of a meeting to discuss the 

potential of marketing „Mensbrew Dark‟ 

with a bunch of Irish brewers. North 

Shore‟s table position of third would no 

doubt be a disappointment to some, and 

only momentarily did Yarnton pause to 

think about the drubbing they would once 

again cop from Adam Parore‟s Sunday 

column. On the whole it had still been a 

great season, not just for cricket, but also 

for Mensbrew. Back in New Zealand, 

Mensbrew was flowing thick and fast as 

the rain made for an early start to the club 

end of season party. Banter was flying 

around the North Shore club rooms as the 

team recounted the great moments of the 

season. It was unanimously agreed that 

highlights of the season were the outright 

wins against East Coast Bays and 

Birkenhead, „Dubai‟s‟ glorious 114*, „The 

Aquatic Centre‟s‟ unbelievable 9/29 and of 

course „Goldie‟s‟ 2/14. While the team had 

not brought home any competition 

silverware, they took great pride on the last 

night of the season in claiming the 

inaugural NSCC darts championship. As 

they raised their Mensbrew bottles in 

celebration, already the anticipation was 

building for the next season.
